This examination, administered by the piano faculty at a 

mutually convenient time, will test the student’s basic 

reading ability, knowledge of scales and arpeggios, ability 

to harmonize and transpose simple melodies, and further 

technical development.  MUS 141 (Class Piano I) and 

MUS 142 (Class Piano II may be waived it the student 

passes the Piano Proficiency Exam.  

 

3.     Music majors are required to attend at least five      

     music performances per year, of which at least one   

     must be an off-campus performance.
